Challenging Trump is former vice president under Barack
Obama, Joe Biden. His supporters praise his long political
history, spanning roughly 50 years. He has served in the
Senate Judiciary Committee, Senate Foreign Relations
Committee, and of course, Vice President. Notable things
Biden has done in his political career include:

e (etting elected to seven senate terms

e Being in charge of the oversight role on President
Obama’s 2009 Stimulus Package

e Introducing the Violence Against Women Act, which
helped decrease rates of domestic violence




Local ELECTiONs

While the general election is important, local elections are just as crucial, if not more important than
the general election. These can determine things that can directly affect you in Heights, like roads
and town projects. While there isn’t much talk or information now in the spring (especially because
of COVID-19), it’s important to stay updated on local news sources like TAPinto for updates. In
addition, different offices are up for election on different years, so you can see what’s on the ballot
from these local sources as the election approaches. Beforehand, you can also educate yourself on
the coming election by looking at a sample ballot, which shows the different candidates and is
almost exactly the same as a real ballot that you'd see on election day.
