e Section 4: Discuss a character from the book whom you connect with
personally. Include character traits and explain why you connect with this
character.

e Section 5: Discuss the big idea (theme). What is the message the author is
trying to teach you?

e Section 7: Use your power of persuasion to “sell” or "advertise” your text.

7. Briefly describe a turning point event involving the character.

8. Identify the character as either dynamic or static with a brief explanation of why.

9. If your character had a role model, who would it be and why?
