** According to HHBOE policy 5141.22  ** 
1. Children MUST be escorted directly to the nurse’s office by their parent/guardian.   
2. All children must be checked and cleared by the school nurse before returning to class.   
3. Treatment letters must be returned along with the empty box of the product used.  
4. A written doctor’s note indicating treatment, examination and clearance to attend school   
    Will be accepted by the school nurse.  Enclosed with a physician’s note, the child will be 
    Rechecked in 7-10 days.
